1 ) Cookstown Motor Club Ltd. will organise a Clubman Rally Time Trial on 20th August 2005

to be held within the grounds of Loughry College Cookstown.

2) The meeting will be governed by the General Regulations of the MSA Ltd.,

(Incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA), these Supplementary Regulations and any written instructions that the organising club may issue for the event.

3) RAC MSA permit number tba has been issued for the event.

4) The event is open to all fully elected members of the organising club.

2005 CMC Club membership costs £5.00Stg.

5) All competitors must produce a valid MI or MSA competition licence and Cookstown Motor Club membership card.

6) The programme of the meeting will be:

10.00am: Scrutineering and Documentation start (Individual times for Scrutineering will be notified in the final instructions.) Then all Drivers to walk the course.

11.00am: All Competitors signed on (Anyone not signed on by this time may be excluded.)

11.30am: Driver's briefing (All drivers must attend.)

12.00 noon: Practice starts. 1 practice run allowed.

1.00pm: First Official Run.. 3 Timed runs allowed. Quickest Timed run wins.

7) The length of the course is approximately 1 miles and is 95%, tarmac, 4% concrete and 1%loose surface, which is very  smooth in nature.

8) The event will consist of 5 classes as follows:

CLASS 1
Modified and Group A up to 1400 cc

CLASS 2 
Modified and Group A 1401 to 1650 cc.

CLASS 3 
Modified and Group A 1651 to 2100 cc.

CLASS 4 
Modified and Group A over 2100 cc.

CLASS 5 
All four wheel drive cars with a 5% Handicap.

Turbo engined cars capacity will be determined by cc x 1.7

Rotary-engined cars capacity will be determined by cc x 1.5

Multi valve engined cars (i.e. more than 2 valves per cylinder) will be moved up to the next capacity class, eg. a 16 valve, 1300cc car runs in Class 2; a 16 valve 1600cc runs in Class 3; and any car over 1650cc and 16 valve runs in 
Class 4.

ALL VEHICLES MUST COMPLY WITH MSA REGULATIONS K37 and have a current Rally Car Log Book, and 
MOT certificate if appropriate. As the event does not utilise the public highway, there are no road tax or road
insurance requirements.

9)  Awards will be presented as follows:

1st in each class                                    Trophy

2nd in each class

       Trophy if 5 or more starters

3rd in each class

       Trophy if 8 or more starters

Additional awards may be presented at the discretion of the organisers.

No competitor may win more than one award.

10) The entry list opens on receipt of these regulations.

The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry.

The closing date for entries is 10th August 2005.

The entry fee is £65 Stg.

Club membership (which is mandatory for this event) costs £5.

Under no circumstances may an entrant, or prospective entrant hold the entries, or the fees, for other prospective competitors for this event.

All entrants need to ensure that their own entry is sent directly to the Secretary of the Meeting.

12) The maximum entry for the meeting including reserves is 60 and the minimum is 40. The minimum for each class is 3. Should any of these minimum figures not be reached, the organisers reserve the right to cancel the meeting or amalgamate classes as necessary.

Entries will be selected at the Discretion of the Organisers.

Any partial refunds (administrative fees apply) for cancellations/non-appearances will be at the Discretion of the Directors of Cookstown Motor Club Ltd.

Any applicants for partial refunds could have their case helped immensely if the cancellation has been done in accordance with E3.3.

14) Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after the event at Timekeepers Office.

15) Starting order will be determined by Competition Number and Class.

Cars will start singly at regular intervals.

The starting signal will be by traffic lights system, i.e., Red for Stop and Hold, Green for Go.

Timing will commence when the vehicle moves forward and breaks the Timing Beam after the start lights turn to green.

Stage Rally Finish Boards will indicate the finish line.

Timing will stop when the competition car breaks an electronic timing beam at the Finish Boards.

There will be a “Stop Box” at the end of the flying finish. When competitors arrive at the box they must stop their vehicle, remove their helmet, and then proceed slowly (10mph maximum) to the Paddock area.

Failure to comply means Exclusion from any further proceedings in the event and removal from Results.

Method of timing will be by Electronically Activated Digital Watches.

16) Competitors will have the opportunity of a practice run having walked the course under official control.

17) Marking and penalties will be as printed in the appropriate section of the MSA General Regulations except as 
modified below.

18) All other General Regulations of the MSA apply except for the following:

Competitors will be allowed to drive one car only during the event, but 2 competitors may enter and drive the

same car as a Dual Entry. (please mark entry forms accordingly).

Each driver will be given 3 runs preceded by 1 practice run.

Results will be determined by a competitors fastest officially timed run.(Individual run, not cumulative times). As an example, The Fastest Time of the Day, with least penalties, wins the event outright, and the fastest time in each Class, with least penalties wins the respective Class.

(b) Crash helmets and Overalls complying with current MSA Rally regulations must be worn during all practice and official runs with Chin Strap firmly fastened.

(c) Valid competition licences are essential. Any MSA Rally National ‘B’ or greater, or MI equivalent.

(d) Cars must be ready to report to the start line on instructions from the Paddock Marshall.

(e) Driver's briefing will be given in the paddock at 11.30am. All drivers must  attend.

(f) PENALTIES: (NB. All Signed -on Officials are Judges of Fact)

Jump Start - No time recorded (Judge of fact - Official Starter)

If all the wheels of a car cross a straight line between any 2 markers or otherwise leave the track, then no

time is recorded for that run. In addition the car shall stop and not proceed until instructed to do so by an

Official. (Judge of fact - all signed on Officials).

Dangerous or reckless driving in the Paddock area...... Exclusion

Not stopping for a shown Red Flag on course whilst competing ….. Exclusion

NB. A maximum of 1 Service Vehicle only per entrant will be permitted into the paddock. There will be a 
separate Trailer Park within Loughry grounds.
